Allegory of the Cave Writing Assessment

Due Friday, October 2nd at the start of class (do not ask me if you can “go print it real quick”)
Your task is to write a dialectic essay similar in form to that of Plato’s Allegory of the Cave in which you are explaining this story to a family member, friend, or other loved one in hopes of teaching them the lessons of the story.  In other words, you will be writing a short story where you tell me about you teaching the Allegory of the Cave to someone and then explaining its meaning or “moral of the story.”  Below is a checklist of requirements for this assignment.  For this one we are working on a full effort full credit scale.  If you give each component an honest attempt you will get credit for trying.

· 1-2 pages in length, typed, double-spaced, 1-inch margins, Times font size 12, MLA heading, and creative title.  10 points
· Written in a dialectic style/format- conversation. 10 points

· A clear thesis statement (purpose for the conversation that occurs in the story). 5 points

· Essay/story structure, NOT written like a play. 10 points

· A minimum of 2 direct quotes from the Allegory of the Cave included in your story with proper in-text MLA citations. 10 points

· Concludes with you explaining the importance/meaning/moral of the story to your chosen character 5 points
