You have the assessment questions in front of you.  You will prepare for them ahead of time.  You cannot in any way pre-write your answers.  You may use the handwritten notes from the online PowerPoint’s, and any handouts distributed by your teachers in class during the assessment to help you.  We will be walking around checking what notes you are using.  On the day of the assessment Mr. Waddell & Mrs. KG will select three of the following four questions that are eligible for you to answer.  Out of those three selected you will choose two and write well-crafted, short answer responses to both of them.  Remember that while you may decide to prepare with partners your answers should be uniquely your own.  

1.) Using your prior knowledge of U.S. History tell me how the establishment of the Plymouth colony in the North and the Jamestown colony in the South set a course for the next 150 years of U.S. history? (Clue; think North & South)
2.) Using your notes tell me why an English observer wrote to King George “these colonies shall never unite in rebellion, yea I do not believe them capable of unity.”
3.) Using your knowledge and notes explain to me the significant differences between Puritans and Quakers and identify at least one way each of these groups has a signifcant legacy present in American society today.

4.) Explain to me what Edmund Morgan meant when he said of Roger Williams “We may praise him... for his defense of religious liberty and the separation of church and state. He deserves the tribute… but it falls short of the man. His greatness was simpler. He dared to think. "
