The U.S. Constitution and Slavery
Please interpret the following passages of the U.S. Constitution

Article I, Section 2, Clause 3, of the U.S. Constitution 

Representatives and direct Taxes shall be apportioned among the several States which may be included within this Union, according to their respective Numbers, which shall be determined by adding to the whole Number of free Persons, including those bound to Service for a Term of Years, and excluding Indians not taxed, three-fifths of all other Persons . . . 

Article I, Section 9, Clause 1, of the U.S. Constitution

The migration or importation of such persons as any of the States now existing shall think proper to admit shall not be prohibited by the Congress prior to the year 1808; but a tax or duty may be imposed on such importation, not exceeding $10 for each person . . .

Article IV, Section 2, Clause 3, of the U.S. Constitution 

No Person held to Service or Labour in one State, under the Laws thereof, escaping into another, shall, in Consequence of any Law or Regulation therein, be discharged from such Service or Labour, But shall be delivered up on Claim of the Party to whom such Service or Labor may be due . . . 
Explain what these sections reveal about the relationship between the United States Constitution and slavery?

Article I, Section 2, Clause 3, of the U.S. Constitution 

Representatives and direct Taxes shall be apportioned among the several States which may be included within this Union, according to their respective Numbers, which shall be determined by adding to the whole Number of free Persons, including those bound to Service for a Term of Years, and excluding Indians not taxed, three-fifths of all other Persons . . . 

This is the 3/5 clause or compromise.  It means that a states population determines the taxes and representation in the House of Representatives AND that slaves, indentured servants, and taxed Indians would count towards a states population.  However, each of them would they only count as 3/5 of a person.
Article I, Section 9, Clause 1, of the U.S. Constitution

The migration or importation of such persons as any of the States now existing shall think proper to admit shall not be prohibited by the Congress prior to the year 1808; but a tax or duty may be imposed on such importation, not exceeding $10 for each person . . .

This passage means that the importation of slaves cannot be outlawed until after 1808.  The Atlantic Slave Trade was a practice protected by the United States Constitution for several years.
Article IV, Section 2, Clause 3, of the U.S. Constitution 

No Person held to Service or Labour in one State, under the Laws thereof, escaping into another, shall, in Consequence of any Law or Regulation therein, be discharged from such Service or Labour, But shall be delivered up on Claim of the Party to whom such Service or Labor may be due . . . 

This is the Fugitive Slave Clause.  Slaves that fled the south for free states in the north were required by law to be returned to their masters.  Northerners who refused were in violation of Federal law and would be tried and convicted of Federal crimes.
Explain what these sections reveal about the relationship between the United States Constitution and slavery?

The Constitution of the United States fundamentally esatablished and in many ways legally protected the institution of slavery as a NATIONAL institution in the United States.
